Aleksandr Paviovich Kibalnikov was a master whose creations fe-
veal the epoch’s portralt reflecting dramatic pages and images of
our history - everything Russia i fighttully proud of today as well. He is
the author of monuments to Viadimir Mayakovsky ot Triumphainaya
Square and Pavel Mikhallovich Tretyakov in front of the State Tretyo-
kov Gallery in Moscow, Nickolay Chemyshevsky and Aleksandr Rad-
ishchev In Saratov. and Sergey Yesenin in Ryozan. He also directed
the project and created central figures (<The Soldiers and «Thirsts) of
the memorial «To the Brest Fortress Defenders».

He was bom info a family of peasants in the village of Orekhovo
on the Medveditsa Rver on August 22, 1912.

Smoke is everywhere...smoke of the Fatheriand. Smoke of vilages
buming near Smolensk, smoke of Stalingrad Battle, and smoke of per-
manent posts of Brest..

Ifitst saw «To the Brest Fortress Defenders» Memorial in the late 1980s.
Everyone that has been there aiways remembers the austere profile of
a Russian soldier sinking in fhe fortress's ruins breast deep...to emerge
from then for good. A few steps aside from it, ot the bank of the Bug
River «Thirst» Monument fowers featuring a soldier who sneaked to get
‘water under fascists' fire. The idea of the monument appeared in the
nick before submifting the project ~ it had not been in the pians. The
‘approving commission of party members made wry mouths wondefing
what image of @ defending warrior the author tied to communicate,

The artis replied he tried o portrait people deserving the right for
memory they owe to millons kiled in the war.

When the memorial of the Brest Fortress was unvelled, common
people brought some water pouring it info the steel pot of the sol-
dier crawiing fo the Bug River. From then onwards water has always
been there.

Next Aleksandr Paviovich created a monument fo Sergey Yesenin
in Ryazon. | do not really know, whether fine art experts noficed it or
not, but fo me it appears o be obvious continuation of Brest's piastic
idea with Russian poet emerging from the earth fo remain in It forever
just ke the glant soldier of the Brest Fortress.

The poet spread his amns like @ bird spreads s wings when it is
ready fo take off. But unfortunately earth won't et him go. Even piastic
interprefation of the very earth the monument features reminds me of
the ruins of pemanent posts in Brest. The monument fo Yesenin is so
sfiring and bitter, that I st o not dare fo accept it. So a poem by an
absolutely different poet dawns upon me:

Allof you on poet's heart buttertly.
Will pile up o dlity.

Aleksand Kibainkov was definitel right. It always happens fo po-
efsin Russia.

It seems the arist gave a clue fo the audience pointing at the salt
of the Fathertand's earth showing a defending wartior and poet going
10 doom for honour.

My favourite monument by Aleksand Paviovich Kibainikov seems
different at first glance. It s quiet and subtle. Once one of my scuiptor
friends even said it was «absolufely unexpressives. | nearly fell foul of
him hearing the words. The only reason why | did not 6o it was because
he was an old friend of mine.

1 mean the monument fo Pavel Mikhalovich Tretyakov in Moscow. It
fook years for then officiais fo let it be mounted at s ighteous place, as
it was considered alkired gall fo erect a monument fo a capitalis.

Only in 1980 this creation by Aleksandr Kibainikov was unvelled.

«This s the salf of the earth, the master claimed openly now.

With almost no base, the founder of the Trefyakov Gallery stands
humbly In front of if. Unremarkable ond indestructible ke a cliff, he
emerges from stone sinking In It for good. His right knee that is aimost
unseen implies he can foke a step and leave, but his ams folded firmy
across his chest leave no doubt that he won't. He won't move, he
won't go o a ally, he won't demand or cry, he won't even ask any-
thing - he knows all.. And he won't eat pineapples, since he is quite
happy with buckwheat that he ate all his ... And he will spend his
fortune on Russian Art, father than on an Engiish football ciub.

He Goes not even seem fo be ready for a feat: he lved his ife
quietty. He never took part in @ duel, he never commanded forces,
he never hung himself in a hotel...and he was never hung, he never
died of thirst...
